"Beit Hatefuzot”, Diaspora Museum in Tel Aviv
exhibited a rich collection of photographs of Jews
now living in Arab countries. Six renowned
photographers from Isracl and abroad-Micha Bar-am,
Shlomo Taitz, Alex Levac, Robert Lyons, Frits Meyst
and Zion Ozeri exhibited photographs d ing
Jewish communities i Tunis, Egypt, Morocco, Syria,
Iraki Kurdistan and the Yemen.

The exhibition gained enthusiastic reviews.

The photographs in Syria were taken
by R. Lyons, born in 1954, who visited Syria in May
1994 and April 1995, and perpetuated the remaining
Jew communities in Halab and Damascus. The
photographs focused on synagogues in Damaseus,
Jewish figures, Talmud Tora Ben Maimon in
Damascus, Jews at their workshops, and Jewish feasts.
A luxurious album in English, arranged by ourator
Ruth Porter, was specially produced by Beit
Hatefutzot for the exhibition. Copy of photographs
