The prize was awarded to Prof, Choueke for having
developed the "Nakdan Text" software - a program
capable of antomatically punctuating Hebrew texts (up
to 95% accuracy); and for the "Multi-Words" - an
extensive project for computerization of the Hebrew
language. Prof. Choucke developed both these
programs between 1989-1996, in the context of the
Center for Educational Technology and financed by the
Center, with the assistance of a large team of linguists,
as well as computer and lexicography specialists.

The first version of the "Naukdan-Text" was awarded in
1992 by the ILA - Israel Society for Data Processing -
Prize, for the best technological computer application.
In addition to its imponance, this software

constitutes'an essential phase for further innovate
applications in Hebrew, such as automatic computer
readings of Hebrew texts,
