along with other scripts from Provence and Spain
Maost of the hooks were kept in the ancient synagogues
of Damascus and some in Halab (Aleppo),

The exhibit was held at the President's Residence n
Jerusalem on November 14, 2000. The opening
ceremony was attended by the President of Israel - Mr.
Mashe Kazav, the Rishon-leZion Rabbi Eliyahu
Bakshi Daron Shalita, the Head of the Israeli Mossad,
Mr. Ephraim Halevy, Rabbi Abraham Hamra, and Head
of the Aleppo Heritage Center and his activists.
