For
years, my father handled the assets
of both these populations, renting
out or even selling property, and
transferring the proceeds to the
owners overseas. He was assisted
in this and other matters by his
friend, Hacham Abraham
Zafrani,Zasa¥ a distinguish
community leader and zadik.

Such was my father, one of the

gradually disappearing.

He passed away on Wednesday
5 Shebat [atashsaz (January 24,
2007) - at Tel Hashomer Hospital,
and was buried in the cemetery of
Hassidei Viznich in Bnei Braq.

I weep for all of this. Tears are
falling from eyes because a leader
has gone from us, the respondent
of our soul.

I pray that his soul may be bound
up in the bond of everlasting life,
and that his good deeds will
